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The latest management partnership between Adagio and Sergic, which now 

extends to nine properties in France 
 
London, February 19th, 2026 – Adagio announces the official opening of the Adagio Access Nanterre 
Aparthotel, open since 3rd February 2026. Located near Paris La Défense Arena and Paris Nanterre 
University, this 132-apartment property strengthens Adagio’s brand presence in western Paris.   
 
Located in the urban La Défense district, a particularly dynamic area and one of the Europe’s most 
progressive business hubs, this new aparthotel demonstrates Adagio's ability to establish a lasting 
presence in emerging and strategic regions. 
 
Adagio strengthens its network in the Île-de-France region 
 
With this new location, Adagio consolidates its presence in the Île-de-France region, where the brand 
now boasts 41 properties, divided between 21 Adagio Access and 20 Adagio Original. Three new 
openings are also planned in the region in 2026, confirming the importance of this territory for the 
group's development. 
 
Located within "La Place des générations," a new mixed-use development in the heart of Nanterre, 
this new aparthotel benefits from a particularly exciting environment, combining a business district, 
residential areas, and green spaces, just minutes from Paris La Défense Arena, Paris Nanterre 
University, as well as André Malraux Park and Mont Valérien. 
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Optimal accessibility in the heart of Greater Paris West 
 
The Adagio Access Nanterre benefits from excellent public transport links, with quick access to the RER 
A (Nanterre-Préfecture and Nanterre-Université stations), the T2 tramway, and the A86 motorway, 
facilitating travel to Paris, Boulogne-Billancourt, and Saint-Cloud. 
 
This location makes it ideal for both business trips (meetings, trade shows at the CNIT, long-term stays, 
etc.) and university, cultural, or leisure stays in western Paris and the capital. 
 
A solution designed for medium and long-term stays 
 
Under the Adagio Access brand, the residence offers 132 apartments, including three family rooms 
and four apartments accessible for people with reduced mobility. Functional and fully equipped, they 
offer a flexible and comfortable solution designed for everyday independence. 
 
Guests also benefit from several essential amenities to support independence and daily wellbeing: a 
24/7 self-service laundry, a 24/7 gym, bar, and parking. 
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A hotel committed to urban sustainability 
 
Fully aligned with Adagio's CSR strategy, the Adagio Access Nanterre implements a measurebale action 
plan aimed at reducing its impact, including: 
 
- An energy-saving policy, with temperature limits in common areas and the use of energy-efficient 
equipment; 
- Responsible water management, through the installation of water-saving faucets and showerheads; 
- Support for local producers, by offering local products at breakfast and in the grocery section; 
- A commitment to community involvement, in collaboration with local associations and stakeholders; 
- Sustainable mobility solutions, thanks to its excellent accessibility by public transport.
